

ASA MINUTES
February 25, 2010    Carlee’s Restaurant
There were 17 persons present.  Sandy Hanebrink called the meeting to order and introduced Harry Thompson from the US Census Bureau.  He serves as a recruiter for persons who would like to work for the Census Bureau.   Anderson, Greenville, and Rock Hill area offices will be hiring around 1300 census workers –either to work in the office or out in the field.   Around 500 jobs will be available in the Anderson county area.  $11.25 an hour will be paid for the office jobs that will last for several months.  A test will be administered and Veterans get preference.  Everyone present was asked to encourage clients to fill out the census when it arrives by mail due to the importance of continued federal funding.
Introductions of members were made.  The notes from the January meeting were distributed and will be filed.  Joanne Whatley presented a Treasurer’s report and reminded members to pay membership dues.  
Sandy stated that we do have a Clemson student who is working with getting a cost effective server to enable us to keep our database and information updated online.
Shannon Pettiti  has several speakers lined up.  In March, Carol Loyd of the United Way, will present the program.  In April, we will have information from the Lt. Governor’s Office.
