Dick introduced our speaker Dayle Stewart of United Way.  Dayle gave us information about the information line – 211 that is coming to our area.  This 211 information line, like 911 for emergencies, will refer people to health and human services that are available in our area.  This will help to alleviate the abundance of calls that 911 is currently receiving for these matters so that 911 will be able to deal with emergencies.  211 also provides a way for volunteers to call and find ways that they can help in the community.  Dayle commented that our own ASA Directory has been beneficial in setting up the 211 line.  There will be a central processing point and there will be cross training among 911 and 211 operators, so that for instance:  a 911 operator that has had a lot of stress due to difficult situations over the phone might move to manage 211 calls for a period of time and still put in the desired hours.  At the onset, 211 will operate during regular 9 to 5 business hours, but will hopefully move to 24-7 eventually.  The goal is to have 211 in place in 2009 if everything falls into place and the funds are available.
