· Sandy Hanebrink is developing a new non-profit for Reuse and Reutilization of Assistive Technology equipment.  While this program is being established there is a current partnership through the SCATP to provide services in our area.  Those interested in helping the new program should contact Sandy.
· Sandy Hanebrink announced the Mayor’s Committee is working with the city to increase access for all.  The City will be redoing the parking, entrance and accessible routes at the Rec Center for ADA compliance.  There is also a 3 stage plan to increase the facilities and services provided including increased parking, swimming pool, ball fields, event/festival areas and wheelchair softball field and boccia court.  The City and County have a grant to install covered bus stops and is working with DOT to improve sidewalks.  If any has issues or questions, contact Sandy.
The November 20, 2008 minutes were approved as distributed.  
The December 2009/January 2009 Treasurer’s report was filed as presented.

Paige Barnes talked about memberships being $15 and that memberships are valid from September 08 – August 09.  Several people turned in membership forms with the dues at this meeting.
