The California Coalition Against Gambling Ex-
pansion requests your veto of SB 1072
(Calderon).

1. No state in the U.S. allows the type of betting
authorized by this bill, which will allow for
the betting on a losing horse.

2. This may be an illegal delegation of power
and responsibility by the Legislature, because
“Exchange wagering” is not well defined in
this hastily drafted bill, leaving policy-
making decisions to the Horseracing Board.

3. Passing this bill in the final two days of the
Legislative Session did not allow for public
hearings, discussions and input. This is a
travesty of the legislative process, and in-
dicative of the lack of genuine merit for this
proposal.

For these and many other unstated reasons, we
strongly request a VETO of SB 1072. Thank
you.

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VOTE “NO” ON PROPOSITION 19

On November 2, 2010, the voters of California
will be able to VOTE “NO” on Prop. 19 and stop
the effort to legalize the recreational use of mari-
juana in our state. Between now and then, sup-
porters of this Proposition will try to persuade vot-
ers that Legalizing Marijuana is good for Califor-
nia. Below are some factual reasons to VOTE
“NO” on Proposition 19.

Marijuana is Harmful

Studies show that there are both physical and psy-
chological ramifications associated with marijuana
use, Including, but not limited to:

e Impaired attention, coordination, memory and
learning ability.

e An increase in heart rate, anxiety, panic at-
tacks, depression and other mental health prob-
lems;

e Increase thoughts of suicide;

e Increases in the risk of cancer of the head,
neck, lungs and respiratory tract; and

e Regular use is associated with automobile,
household and occupational accidents, result-
ing in harm to the user and to others.

A Swedish study shows a link between marijuana
use and a higher risk of developing schizophrenia.

Marijuana is Addictive

e Marijuana is addictive to 9 percent of people
who begin smoking at 18 years or older. With-
drawal symptoms - irritability, anxiety, sleep
disturbances - often contribute to relapse.

e Because adolescent brains are still developing,
marijuana use before 18 results in higher rates
of addiction - up to 17 percent within two
years - and disruption to an individual's life.
The younger the use, the greater the risk.

Marijuana Use Will Increase

e Prop. 19 may produce a 58 percent increase in
annual marijuana consumption in California;
according to a Rand Corp. study.

e The number of individuals meeting clinical
criteria for marijuana abuse or dependence
will rise by 305,000, to a total of 830,000.

Proposition 19 is Bad Economics

e Proposition 19 allows counties to choose the
rates at which they will tax marijuana. There-
fore, true estimates of revenue under Prop. 19
don’t exist. — Legislative Analyst’s Office:

e Any locally imposed taxes on Marijuana are
legally uncollectible, because Marijuana still
remains illegal under federal law.—Case law .

e Increased addiction and resulting treatment
costs will outweigh any potential revenue.

We do not want or need another inebriant in our
society. This is not what churches and people of
faith should be promoting. Drug use is damaging
to youth, families and communities. Prop. 19 is
ill conceived, badly written and creates significant
health and safety problems. Do not be deceived.
