Grant Guidelines:

Grants should…

1. Directly support the educational objectives expressed in the Mission Statements

of the Chappaqua School Foundation and the Chappaqua Central School District   

2. Be meaningful, enriching the educational experience of students within the Chappaqua School District

3. Favor collaboration among schools and/or departments within a school, to the extent possible 

4. Have support of all school departments involved in implementing the grant program

5. Include clear implementation plans, timetable, budget and project assessment

6. Not primarily support an extracurricular organization or club

7. Be for items unlikely to be covered by the school budget 

8. Not provide funding for a previously funded program within the same school

9. Be carefully reviewed, approved and signed by the school’s principal

Note:  All technology grants require pre-approval from the Chappaqua Central School District's Director of Technology (currently Darleen Nicolosi); please note earlier submission deadline of January 21, 2011.

Grant submissions must be received by Friday, January 28, 2011.  Please email a copy of your grant application, including the signature page, to Susan Schwartz at slschwartz23@gmail.com (signature page alone may be faxed separately to 914-238-0976). Please send additional hardcopy materials to Susan Schwartz, Chappaqua School Foundation, P.O. Box 202, Chappaqua, New York, 10514.

Grant approval is discretionary, and grants may not be funded even if the above criteria are satisfied. 
PLEASE NOTE: Individuals who receive a CSF grant are asked to submit an interim update by March 2012, and a full report the following year, in early June 2013.
