Dear Friends,

As this school year ends, let me share ten things your prayers and contributions have helped accomplish in our ministry for Christ and his Kingdom:

1.  Nearly 200 children were able to attend Cornerstone because of our ability to provide $700,000 in scholarships to underwrite the cost of their private Christian education.

2.  With a $20,000 individual gift we were able to launch an After-School Program that provided a much needed service to our families.  

3. Our 17 eighth grade graduates will enter some of the best high schools in the city, including Philadelphia Mennonite High School where two students were awarded scholarships of $20,000 each to continue their education in a Christian school. 

4.  The “Voices in Praise” choir ministered in 15 area churches and community events, proclaiming the good news of Jesus in song and testimonies.  

5.  Thirty-two kindergarten students are ready to advance to 1st grade, most of them continuing at Cornerstone, necessitating a second 1st grade class next year.             

6.  The 7th graders enjoyed a two-day camping experience at Spruce Lake Christian Retreat Center in the Pocono Mountains, participating in a Christ-centered environmental education program. 

7.  Sporting new uniforms, the Cornerstone basketball team won the Philadelphia Area Christian School League basketball championship.  

8.  Our 2nd grade class, with teacher Ms. Bryant, continued the “Reading Buddies” outreach ministry to the residents of the 58th Street Presbyterian Home, visiting and reading to residents every Thursday morning.

9. New educational software programs and licenses were purchased for our computer lab, enabling students to engage in interactive learning activities. 

10. The good news of Jesus Christ was shared daily with our 200 students, and because of this young lives have been won for the Lord.    

Thank you for your faithful support this school year.  Please, don’t stop praying for us over the summer and please don’t stop giving!   In fact, now is when we need your help the most.  We have a tuition shortfall of over $20,000.  If we receive 160 gifts this month of $125, we will erase that debt and the families who will benefit can enroll their children in Cornerstone next year.  God bless you for your help.
