Court Street Village Nonprofit 2008 Accomplishments
NEIGHBORHOOD & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ACCOMPLISHMENTS:
· The Berridge Loft Apartments were completed in 2008.  Court Street Village was a proud partner with the Genesee County Land Bank and LISC in this under-taking.  Pre-leasing of these luxury loft apartments began Fall, 2008.  Court Street Village Management Company is the leasing agent for the Berridge Loft Apartments.
· Court Street Village Nonprofit Housing Corp. hired a new Neighborhood Program Director as part of a LISC/AmeriCorps program.
· The Grand Traverse Neighborhood Association partnered with several local organizations to re-invent Memorial Park in downtown Flint.  The plan is to build 2 playscapes. One for children aged 2-5 and the second designed for ages 5-12, along with a rain garden.  The project should be complete by summer, 2009.  The park is located at Grand Traverse, Church St. and Fifth St. in the heart of downtown Flint.  Funders supporting this project include Court Street Village, Stockton Center, Ruth Mott Foundation, CS Mott Foundation, Community Foundation of Greater Flint, The Ballenger Trust and the IMA.  
· Court Street Village, in cooperation with the County Sheriff, Flint Police Department and the local National Guard unit, held a “Center City Neighborhood Preparedness Teach-In” at Mott Community College to provide emergency information to residents and encourage family preparedness plans. 
· The Grand Traverse District Neighborhood Association (GTDNA) has partnered with Habitat for Humanity for the construction of 12 homes in the neighborhood.  This is the first year of the 3 year project.  GTDNA also partnered with Court Street Village, Habitat for Humanity and others in the Vision 2020 program to revitalize the neighborhood.
· The Central Park Neighborhood Association (CPNA) approved their participation as one of the pilot neighborhoods for the Community Challenge Visual Change Outcome Group.
· Court Street Village secured a grant from Home Depot to install energy-efficient appliances in 2-3 homes on S. Grand Traverse St.  These homes are part of our “Purchase, ReHab, ReSell” program and should be complete by fall, 2009.

· The Central Park Neighborhood Association sponsored a neighborhood clean-up in September.  Garbage trucks from the City of Flint were used to clean trash, along with help from many volunteers.

· Bulb planting at the new community garden (8th Street & Gd. Traverse) took place in October.  This was initiated by the Grand Traverse District Neighborhood Association and funded by Keep Genesee County Beautiful and the Ruth Mott Foundation.    

SENIOR HOUSING ACCOMPLISHMENTS: 
· Court Street Village senior apartments received a grant through MDOT for a new Dodge Caravan.  This van will be used to transport our seniors as needed (Doctors appointments, grocery store, etc.) and we’ll save in fuel and maintenance repairs over our current van.   We expect the van to be delivered early spring, 2009.
· A Volunteer Auxiliary Committee was established to evaluate senior activities at CSV East and West.  The committee conducted a survey to get input from the residents.  New activities in 2008 include computer classes and a fall color tour for our seniors.
· In December, we secured a $5,000 grant through the Merkley-Elderly Charitable Trust to fund an interpreter for our hearing impaired residents.  The interpreter helps our seniors communicate with health care professionals, other residents and family members who don’t sign.  

DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES:
· Court Street Village Nonprofit held its first-ever annual event.  In June, 2008, we held a Golf Scramble at IMA Brookwood and raised over $1,500. Most of the proceeds went to support senior programs.  
· Three funds were established to support our low-income seniors.  The Medicine Cabinet will keep funds available to help seniors who fall short paying for prescription drugs.  The Food Pantry will help low-income seniors with food and other staples.  The Heat Assistance program helps seniors who fall short paying their consumers bill.   
· We started several fundraising activities including collecting VG’s receipts, involving ourselves in charitable gaming through Poker tournaments at local poker halls, and participating in the Birdies for Buick Open charitable drive during the golf tournament at Warwick Hills.
