TUITION DISCOUNTS

Camp Shomria

Ages 8-15

Early Registration Discount

Register and pay in full before April 1, 2010.

Get $300 off First Session, Second Session, of Full Summer tuition

Get $250 off all two-week programs.

Get $120 off all one-week programs. 

Sibling Credit

Get $300 off each additional child per 3 week session. 
Get $250 off four-week tuition.

Get $200 off two-week tuition

Get $100 off one-week tuition. 

Referral Discount

If you are a returning camper and you are bringing friends to camp, you can get a discount for each new camper registered. For each friend who calls with details of your referral you will receive $100 off. Discount is limited to five (5) referrals, or $500.


CAMPERSHIP INCENTIVE GRANTS

For new campers

Last summer, the Foundation for Jewish Camp helped more than 70,000 campers share the experience of a lifetime at Jewish summer camp. This year, let them help you! They have incentive grants for campers ranging from $750 to $1,800.
Eligibility:

1. Campers must have never previously attended a nonprofit Jewish overnight camp for 3 consecutive weeks or longer before applying for the grant.

2. Campers must be attending camp for 21 consecutive days or longer. Camp Shomria’s first and second sessions apply.
Additionally, each community/camp program has its own eligibility requirements. See bellow for details.

How does the process work?
The first step is to register the camper at camp. In order to be eligible for the incentive, the camper must attend a camp listed on the Foundation for Jewish Camp’s website (www.jewishcamp.org). While some communities limit the list of eligible Campership camps to only those in their region, most communities allow campers to attend any camp listed on the Foundation for Jewish Camp’s website. For more information on your community’s specific camp criteria, please contact the staff person listed in the chart above. Once campers are registered for camp, parents should visit www.onehappycamper.org to confirm eligibility for an incentive and to apply for the grant. 

Once your child’s registration at camp has been confirmed and their incentive application has been approved, the incentive funds will be paid directly to the camp be credited to you in the form of a tuition deduction. If your child cancels his/her registration at camp, the incentive funds will be returned to FJC and the partnering organization.
