Backpacks for Kids, Brownwood Adds  Two New 
Sites 
 Backpacks for Kids, Brownwood is dedicated to improving the lives of Brown 

county children by providing backpacks full of kid-friendly, shelf-stable foods 

to chronically hungry students over the weekends. This program is com-

pletely free to schools and is provided by Good Samaritan Ministries at no 

cost to the students.  

Students are enrolled in Backpacks for Kids through referral. Any faculty or 

staff member can refer a student they think may be chronically hungry or 

food insecure. Once on the program, each student receives a backpack full 

of food every Friday of the school year. They are also able to receive sacks of 

food for any younger siblings at home, and will receive extra food over long 

weekends and school vacations.  

The sack of food that each child receives weekly contains shelf-stable, kid-

friendly items. All of these items can be opened easily by a child and do not 

require refrigeration. BackPacks for Kids strives to provide a high amount of 

nutrition in each backpack, and are currently meeting approximately 60% of 

the weekend nutritional needs for each child in the program.  

BackPacks for Kids, which kicked off its first school year as a Food Bank of 

West Central Texas program in the fall of 2006, and has since expanded to 27 

schools, covering 13 counties. BackPacks for Kids, Brownwood began its first 

program at Northwest Elementary in October, 2009.  There are currently 38 

children identified as chronically hungry and receiving the food sacks 

weekly.  By mid-March two more campuses will be participating in the pro-

gram.  School personnel at the Coggin Elementary and Brownwood Interme-

diate campuses have observed needs among their student population that 

BackPacks for Kids, Brownwood could address. 

Please consider making a monetary donation to support this worthwhile pro-

ject.  It costs approximately $4.50 per child per week or $162 per child per 

school year.

Out of the group that formed The Deer Project has 
come a new idea and a new projectɂgive local 
farmers and ranchers the opportunity to donate 
hoof stock which can be processed  and distributed 
through the food pantry.   

For the second year in a row, they have purchased 
hogs at the conclusion of the Brown County Youth 
Fair.  Last year, 4 hogs were purchased.  This year,

$878.  The hogs purchased produced 1,906 pounds 
of pork which will provide 2,923 meals! 

Over the next few months the group will be devel-
oping a name for the project and further developing 
their strategies to reach farmers and ranchers with 
information and opportunities to battle hunger in 
Brown county.
