Victims' Rights after Sentencing:
You have the right, upon request:

e To be notified of the sentence imposed by the court.

e To have any property taken as evidence returned or to be given an explanation for any
refusal to return such property.

e To be notified and heard at any hearing regarding work furlough release or home arrest or
any other post-conviction hearing directly affecting the defendant.

e To be notified by the Board of Executive Clemency of a Parole Hearing and to state your
opinion regarding the parole of the inmate from prison.

e To be notified by the Department of Corrections of the release, escape or death of the
inmate.

e To be notified of any appeal of the defendant's conviction.

e To be notified of and heard at any probation, revocation, or disposition proceeding.

e To contest any post-conviction release, unless the defendant is discharged from sentence,
when reasonable efforts were not made to allow you to be present and heard at the
hearing from which such release issues.

e To file a Restitution Lien against the defendant's property to ensure the payment of
restitution.

e To recover damages from a governmental entity responsible for the intentional, knowing
or grossly negligent violation of any of the above listed victim's rights.
