In addition, SAT preparation workshops will be a part of the enrichment week 
activities.  Each program will also offer a workshop focusing on the basic essentials of 
entrepreneurship.  The most outstanding student in each program will compete to earn a Howard 
University scholarship at the conclusion of the week. 
 

These are one week residential enrichment programs aimed toward students interested in 
majoring in business.  Selected applicants receive a scholarship that covers their room, meals, trips 
and activities.   Students must provide their own transportation to and from the program.    
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
